FIRE  EXTINGUISHING MEDIA:

 Carbon dioxide. Dry chemical. Foam. Avoid high water jet, use water jet only to cool down surfaces exposed to fire.

PERSONAL PRECAUTIONS:

PERSONAL PROTECTION:

RESPIRATORY PROTECTION:
